July 2010 – April 2011 

National Service Scheme has been introduced in the college with the avowed intention of 

involving the youth in the nation-building process. The NSS provides an essential link between 

the college campus and the surrounding community. Not only it is expected to arouse the social 

consciousness of the students and teachers alike but also to provide an avenue for personality 

development through community service. 

In keeping with the spirit of the NSS manual, a meeting was held among programme 

officers of N.S.S. units and college students in the month of July. In this meeting, the objectives 

of N.S.S. were explained to the students and were encouraged to get enrolled in this programme 

to do something for the society. 

 



Currently the college is maintaining three units of N.S.S. Each unit consists of 100 

students. The inauguration of N.S.S. for the session 2010-2011 was held on August13, 2010. The 

Guest of Honour of the ceremony was Shri D. S. Dinkar I.G. of Bikaner. Cultural programme, 

plantation and oath ceremony were the main activities of the day.  

 

   
   

 Karate the martial art in which an attacker is disabled by crippling kicks and punches. 

Emphasis is on concentration of as much of the body's power as possible at the point and instant 

of impact. Striking surfaces include the hand (particularly the knuckles and the hand's outer 

edge), ball of the foot, heel, forearm, knee, and elbow. The benefits of Karate include 

development of strength, flexibility, aerobic capacity which contributes to health and a general 

sense of self-confidence and well being. So 10 day Karate classes were organized in combined 

supervision of National Service Scheme and Bikaner Police Administration in Association with 

Bikaner District Karate-Do Association from August 3, 2010 to August 14, 2010 in the college.  

   



Ritu Sareen N.S.S. volunteer of our college was judged third best among the trainees 

from various schools and colleges by Karate –Do Association. Kanta Rathore, Jyoti Jha, Jyotsna 

Arya and Ritu Sareen were awarded the certificates for Yellow Belt. 

  Intercollegiate Solo Song competition was organized in the month of August in 

combined supervision of National Service Scheme and Rajasthan Patrika.  Sadbhavana Pledge 

taking ceremony was observed on August 20, 2010. The Principal of the college administered the 

message of Sadbhavana and Communal Harmony to the employees and the students of college.

  A Seven Day NSS Special Camp for 50 students was organized by the college from 26th 

October to 1st November 2010. Fifty NSS volunteers from each unit participated in the camp 

under the supervision of programme officer. 

 

 

 

 During the camp various activities like talks related to social issues, interaction with the 

community and awareness programme were organized in the adopted village. Cultural 

programmes, different competitions, educational trip etc were conducted.  

 

                             

 

 

Volunteers were enlightened of the adopted Basti situation with respect to the 

Demographic cnditions i.e. their culture, customs & means of livelihood. They came to know 

of the social problems that the people living in these Basti faced in their day to day life: 

malnutrition being the most prominent, unemployment, child marriage, alcoholism and 



ignorance being common as well. Corruption and inefficiency prevalent in the government 

machinery added to their problems.  

                           

 

Also, the poor level of education was something really sympathized with. Thus, the only 

way by which we could help them lead better lives was to teach the students and create 

awareness among people of Basti. The students hence planned and conducted activities to make 

the people aware of the ways in which they could contribute in the progress of themselves. The 

volunteers also conducted a survey on the socio-economic conditions of the residents of Basti. 

 

                               

 

 

                                 

On the first day NSS volunteers were divided into groups. Each group consists of ten 

volunteers headed by a senior NSS volunteer as a leader after orienting them about seven day 

special camping programme. The inauguration of the special camp of the three units was done by 

a renouned Social Worker of Bikaner Shri Bhanwar Lal Daga. Volunteers presented short 



cultural programme in the inaugural day. The importance of service to the Society and 

selfconfidence for completing any type of work was explained by Shri Bhanwar Lal Daga. In the 

following days many resource persons came over and gave valuable messages on yoga, vetinary 

science, road safety and many such topics.
